3 Infemherance of its object, but not further or otherwise, the Association shall have power
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encourage, promofe and asgs the formation asd development of a group knowa
a8 Friends of the Peterborough Museum and An Gallery;

geoenally further the purposcs of the Poierboroagh Mussum and Ant Gallery and
encomrage the development of ity facilives;

engage is, support and co-ondinate research publishing, education, advertising
and other charitable work for the furtherance of the above-stated object;
purchase any itemn or fiems for aay of the collections of the Peterborough Museum
and Am Gallery provided that the purchase shall be comsistent with the
Peterborough Museum Services Collection Policy current at the date of purchase;
appoint delegaes and represestatives to any other bodies with whom the Friends
of the Peterborough Muscam and An Gallery may be concerned;

engage in any other Lawful activities 1o peomots the said objects.

For the purposes of its charitable object and exercise of its powers the Association shall

have power o engage in any fund-rising sctivity other than 3 permanent tradisg activity,
